Church. June will be remembered for her selfless nature and being a strong
woman. To many, she was and forever will be ‘Granny June’.

June was preceded in death by her husband Audrey ‘Buzzy’ Oran Nickle and
her father and mother, Tom and Effie Mae Rutherford.
