After serving as
Beggs Police Chief, Barney became an Intrastate truck driver, traveling most
of the 48 states until 2004. During his lifetime, Barney was also a rancher on
the family farm in Nuyaka. He was an avid hunter and fisherman and also
loved shooting, baseball and his dog. Barney was also very talented as a
leatherworker. Barney was a member of the NRA and Beggs Masonic Lodge
as a 33 degree Mason.

He is preceded in death by his parents, Joe D. Spradling and Eva Hicks and
one nephew.
