Dora L. Dooley, known to most as “Doe,” passed away on February 27, 2024,
in Tulsa, Oklahoma at the age of 97. Doe was born on October 9, 1926, in
Okmulgee, Oklahoma to Denny and Lula (Greenhaw) Thomas. 

Born and raised in Okmulgee, Dee graduated from Okmulgee High School.
She married George Dooley on February 25, 1949. They were married for 41
years prior to his death.
