The Reverend J, Rodgers Spencer, 90 of Okmulgee, Oklahoma, died
December 23, 2019 surrounded by family.

He was an active member of the Ministerial Alliance
serving as president for three years; helped form Friends of the Library, was
treasurer of the hospital Auxiliary, volunteered in the Creek House Museum,

He was instrumental in selecting the historical pictures hanging in the library
and putting together a book of the history of Okmulgee.

Mr. Spencer is also survived by his son and daughter-in-law, C. Rodgers and
Pam Spencer of Crossville, TN, grandchildren Anthony Spencer, Carrie
Spencer, Karen Fehner, Keith Spencer and Kyle Spencer, along with several
great grandchildren and great great grandchildren.

He was preceded in death by his parents, his sister and son J. Morris.
