Then she substituted in area schools until she was in her 70s. She taught her
great-grandkids. 

 She was a member of the Nuyaka Baptist Church, Dripping Springs Home
Extension and the First National Priority Club. 

 She and Vernon enjoyed going to the senior citizens dances in Okmulgee. 
 She was preceded in death by her parents, her husband and three of her

children.
