In his
teens, Bob worked for the Tulsa World and at the glass plant. He was an avid
basketball player and played “semi-pro” for the Bennett Oilers. Bob began
working in drywall in his twenties and in his thirties he moved to Las Vegas,
NV. He was a successful businessman and the owner of numerous
businesses including Chaparral Painting and Drywall of Las Vegas, NV , one
of the largest commercial and residential drywall contractors, a company he
owned for approximately 20 years from 1980-2000. He then returned to
Oklahoma to live his golden years in his hometown of Okmulgee. Bob was a
faithful member of Cornerstone Foursquare Okmulgee. He was preceded in
death by his father, Leroy Brown and mother Voisee “Bossy” Archie, brother
Leroy “Bill” Brown, Jr., his first wife, Charlene "Checkers" Brown, whom he
married in 1950, a son Robin Brown, daughters Linda Peck and Beverly
Wilburn and a grandson, Pvt 1st Class Douglass Mason Peck.
